(The period between the Seventeenth
of Tamuz until after Tisha B’Av is called
"omxna 2 — “between the  straits”
(based upon the verse in Lamentations
1:3) because of the multiple tragedies
that have occurred to the Jewish people
throughout the ages during these three
weeks. Among the worst of the tragedies
are the destruction of both Holy
Temples, the end of Jewish Sovereignty
for almost 2,000 years, and the exile
from Eretz Yisroel. The custom is for us
to manifest some signs of mourning
during this period. Therefore, we do not
make weddings or take haircuts during
these three weeks. Because it is a time
of national catastrophe, we do not make
the Bracha wnnw (so as to avoid the
Bracha 1w niw we do not eat a new fruit
[unless that fruit would be unobtainable
afterward] or purchase an expensive
article of clothing that would require the
Bracha wnnw, during these three weeks
[the custom is to make the Bracha on
Shabbos].)
